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Science Fair :-On 1% Nov, 2019 a Science Fair was organized by the institution. Students
from both the shifts (Morning and Noon) participated in this program. They exhibit 36
Science Models and a number of scientific experiments. It was a grand exhibition. Students
were very much interested.

Counseling Program :- Continuous counseling of the problem students by Smt. Satarupa
Madam, Psychology teacher and her unit in presence of Principal was done throughout the
year. Counselling of the parents concerned was also accomplished simultaneously . It helps
the institution to guide the students properly.

Formation of Alumni :- On 28" June, 2019 Alumni of Tripureswari Vidyamandir was
formed in presence of Hon’ble Secretary, Dr. Sankar Roy, Principal and Sanjit Sir. A
committee of 13 (thirteen) members has been formed. Alumni’s First slogan is “ Saved the
Nation, save the Humanity”.
